Digital Storytelling

Period 6

Since language evolved stories have been used to communicate information and to develop culture. In this class we will explore how storytelling has evolved in the digital age. We will be using digital images (still and video) and sound (narration and sound effects) to tell stories. Our focus will be on fictional stories.
